keynote speakers
WADE DAVIS is an Explorer-in-Residence at the National Geographic Society. Named by the NGS as one of the Explorers for the 
Millennium, he received his PhD in ethnobotany from Harvard University and his work as an anthropologist and botanical explorer has 
taken him from the forests of the Amazon to the mountains of Tibet, from the high Arctic to the deserts of Africa. Described as a real 
life Indiana Jones, Davis’ expeditions and investigations have been the subject of some 600 media reports and accounts. His lecture 
presentations, illustrated by exquisite photographs, are a wild and moving celebration of the wonder of humanity, and the diversity of 
the human spirit as expressed in the myriad cultures of the world.

MICHAEL FULLAN is Professor Emeritus of the Ontario Institute for Studies in Education of the University of Toronto. Recognized 
as a worldwide authority on educational reform, Michael is engaged in training, consulting, and evaluating change projects around the 
world and his books have been published in many languages. He is currently Special Advisor to the Premier and Minister of Education 
in Ontario. His books, Leading a Culture of Change was awarded the 2002 Book of the Year Award by the National Staff Development 
Council and Breakthrough won the 2006 Book of the Year Award from the American Association of Colleges for Teacher Education. 
His latest books are What’s Worth Fighting for in the Principalship (Second Edition), and The Six Secrets of Change.

SALLY ARMSTRONG is an Amnesty International award winner, a member of the Order of Canada, documentary filmmaker, 
teacher, author, human rights activist and contributing editor at Maclean’s magazine. Sally has covered stories in zones of conflict all 
over the world. From Bosnia and Somalia to Rwanda and Afghanistan, her eyewitness reports have earned her awards, including the 
Gold Award from the National Magazine Awards foundation and the Author’s Award from the Foundation for the Advancement of 
Canadian Letters. She received the Amnesty International Media Award in 2000 and again in 2002. She is currently writing another 
book concerning women in Afghanistan: Bitter Roots, Tender Shoots: The Uncertain Fate of Afghanistan’s Women.

BRUCE BEAIRSTO is the Superintendent of Schools in Richmond, BC. He began his career in 1974 as a Physics and Math teacher 
seeking academic rigour and excellence for his students, but has experienced personal and organizational change over the years. 
His focus now is on an inclusive culture of curiosity and collaboration that is committed to enabling learners. Bruce will present how 
today’s students face a future that is unknown, except that it will be clearly different from the past. Schools and school systems must 
change to ensure student and societal success in a world that is transforming rapidly due to environmental stress, global economics 
and social diversity. Fortunately, British Columbia is blessed with unique opportunities, if we are bold enough to seize them.
